DID YOU KNOW WE HAVE A LITTLE FREE LIBRARY?

We’ll soon be needing books to restock it as the boxes by our 4th & South St
door are almost empty! Please help us fill them back up so we can keep
adding to the statistics below:

~ Greater Access to Books - 92% of children reported having more access to
books because of Little Free Library book-sharing boxes.

~ Increased Reading Time - Children who visit a Little Free Library read an
average of 1.1 additional days per week. Nearly half (49%) reported reading
more frequently since they began using a Little Free Library.

~ Home Library Growth - 88% of children said they now keep more books at
home, helping them build personal libraries.
